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ABSTRACT

The article is based on the study of the digital transformation processes in the economy, the main trends
of its development, and, as a result, the possible options for changes and transformations in employment.
The author considers the sectors of the national economy varying widely in the automation potential which
hotels and restaurants, manufacturing, and agriculture are most sustained to. The allegedly simultaneous
automation is analyzed when about 20 million people in Russia would have to upgrade qualifications, retrain,
search for new areas of activity or leave the labor market. Based on Russian and foreign sources the author
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traces the likely scenario for the regions to adapt to new economic changes: the regions of Russia vary
widely in risks and adaptation opportunities. The share of less automated industries is increasing, the share
of people employed in the business sector is growing, and precarious employment is increasing. The risks of
technological exclusion of a large group of people and developing an economy of ignorance remain. To adapt
to these risks it is necessary to support entrepreneurial initiative, creative professions, STEM, and to introduce
continuing education programs.

The aim of the article is to assess how technological changes in Russia can affect the renovation of the
employment structure, whether these processes have taken place in recent years and how active they are.
