Beyond oil — growing the real economy

Tuesday March 17th 2015 - Four Seasons, Baku, Azerbaijan

Rapidly shifting geopolitical trends have placed Azerbaijan at the heart of a region exposed to
multiple external influences and pressures. However, the nation has remained largely immune to
these, choosing instead to remain economically and politically independent. The government is
focusing on a strategy of economic diversification and is open to collaboration with regional partners.

Azerbaijan’s foreign relations strategy is also focused on diversity, and improving relations with the
European Union and Russia, as well as its numerous neighbours in the region. Azerbaijan's strategic
location and strong capital base makes the country an appealing political and economic ally in an
otherwise fragmented and unsettled region.

The past decade has seen the country grow at a significant pace, at one point being the fastest
growing economy on the planet. Azerbaijan rapidly became an upper-middle income country,
benefiting its 9.1 million inhabitants. Despite relatively moderate annual growth of 3.5% predicted
between 2014-18*, inflation will remain in the single digits and investment opportunities remain
positive.

In spite of challenges arising from plateauing energy revenues, Azerbaijan’s external investments
have been bolstered by one of the world’s largest trade surpluses. The country is one of the largest
foreign investors in Turkey and government owned entities continue to make strategic acquisitions
across Europe and beyond. The Azerbaijan Investment Summit 2015 will bring together key decision
makers from around the world to Baku for inward and outward looking perspectives of the key
opportunities and challenges facing a nation in transition.

DIVERSIFICATION: INCREASING THE SHARE OF THE NON OIL SECTORS

Economic diversification is a key element of the government’s "Azerbaijan 2020: vision into
the future” programme, which aims to leverage current oil-derived revenues to create a
sustainable future for the country. Leading international organisations such as the IMF
remain optimistic about growth prospects in the country, but continue to reiterate the
importance of government encouragement of the non-oil sector. Recent uncertainty around
energy revenues has seen that sector contract by 3.2%, whilst the non-oil sector growth of
9% year on year.* *source: IMF

Energy — The next chapter: Developing the backbone of Azerbaijan’s economic might
Progress in exploiting Azerbaijan’s oil and gas reserves is well underway, however the oil
sector contracted at a record 3.2% during the first four months of 2014. Despite recent
challenges facing output and revenues, investment in the energy sector remains a key
priority for the government. The development of the Southern Gas Corridor will begin
providing gas to the European Union and can be further expanded to serve even more
markets. The creation of the Trans-Caspian pipeline between Azerbaijan and Turkmenistan
has been discussed for years but remains a possibility. All of these developments make the
European Union the single-largest potential export market.

What is next for the sector? Where are the opportunities for further energy cooperation
with Azerbaijan’s neighbours? Where does Azerbaijan stand in ensuring energy security for
its partners? What progress is being made with the Southern Gas Corridor? What
opportunities will be created by Shaz Deniz II? What is the next stage for cooperation
between Caspian energy partners?
